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This course is designed to help 2nd-year nursing students improve their English communication skills. In
addition to increasing their knowledge of specialized medical terminology, students will learn how to
express themselves accurately in English.
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The learning of specialized medical vocabulary and the practicing of dialogue in a nurse-patient
communication context will enable the students to communicate comfortably in diverse communicative
workplace settings.
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Caring for People embodies a four-skills integrated approach. As such, the students will be guided through
the learning of vocabulary, checking of comprehension, reading and listening practice before proceeding to
work on the writing of alternative nurse-patient dialogues. (/> 7 U v R =)
