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Each unit contains an authentic text to support students by providing ideas and context. Students will read and analyze
these texts to see how others have written on the same or similar topics. The students will be encouraged to work
together, share ideas and edit their own writing to refine their writing to be the best it can be.
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Having read and learned about the structure of a good Writing Model, the students will proceed to developing their

own thoughts and expressions towards the completion of Independent Writing tasks.
