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This course is designed as a practical overview of culture and intercultural communication. The teacher will
attempt to link theory, research, practice and experience with specific activities to help the students develop
cultural awareness. Students will also study and use basic powerpoint skills to create short group presentations to
introduce Japanese culture, the Izumo area, our school and the healthcare system of Japan when they go overseas.
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Speaking: Advanced practice of key vocabulary and sentence patterns essential to basic conversational skills.
Culture: Improved self-awareness as well as deeper cultural awareness.
Technology: work with basic powerpoint techniques.
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The goal of this class is to help the students improve their cultural awareness as well as to improve their listening
and speaking skills. We will use listening exercises specifically geared toward travel English under the broader
TOEIC theme. We will also go over a few basic powerpoint techniques to help students prepare brief presentations
to introduce various topics about Japanese culture, the Izumo area, our school and the healthcare system of Japan
when they go overseas.
