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This course is designed to help 2nd-year medical students improve their English communication skills, with
particular attention to writing.

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The students will acquire up—to—date vocabulary and expressions which then by applying to their independent
writing tasks will enable them to enhance the quality of their English expression.
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Science Adventures embodies a four—skill integrated approach. As such, the students will practice listening,
reading, speaking and writing throughout the lesson.
