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This course is designed to help 2nd-year nursing students improve their English communication skills. In
addition to increasing their knowledge of specialized medical terminology, students will learn how to express
themselves accurately in English.
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The learning of specialized medical vocabulary and the practicing of dialogue in a nurse-patient
communication context will enable the students to communicate comfortably in diverse communicative
workplace settings.
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Caring for People embodies a four-skills integrated approach. The students will acquire vocabulary and key
expressions, and proceed to the listening and reading of dialogue, before completing a writing task.
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Attitude and engagement in class activities: 30%, Mid-term test 20%, Final Exam: 50%
Students must have attended 2/3 of classes to be able to sit the final exam.

If students have been late 3 times, it will be marked as an absence.

Students must have new textbooks with no writing in them.
